But Kino was in motion. His body glided quietly across the room, noiselessly and smoothly. His hands were in front of him, palms down, and his eyes were on the scorpion. Beneath it in the hanging box Coyotito laughed and reached up his hand towards it. It sensed danger when Kino was almost within reach of it. It stopped, and its tail rose up over its back in little jerks and the curved thorn on the tails end glistened. Kino stood perfectly still. He could hear Juana whispering the old magic again, and he could hear the evil music of the enemy. He could not move until the scorpion moved, and it felt for the source of the death that was coming to it. Kino’s hand went forward very slowly, very smoothly. The throne tail jerked upright. Many thousands of years ago men could get light only by having a fire. They did not like having a fire when the night was hot. So then they could have no light.

The difficulty was to find a way of making something burn only a little one of the first ways then found to do this was by burning oil, which in those days they got from their animals and not from the earth. They found that this would burn if they put it in vessel with the top open, but they also found that it would not burn for long. They tried having only a small hole in the top of the vessel but then they found that the oil would not burn at all. At last they discovered that if they put a narrow piece of cloth in the small hole, the cloth would draw up the oil, which would burn at the top. This was the first lamp and all our modern oil lamps work in the same way thought improvements have been made since then. 

Candles were discovered later. These work in the same way that lamps do but the oil is solid instead of liquid. The heat of the flame melts the wax and then the oil travels up the piece of the cloth in the middle of the candle and burns. The advantage of a candle is that we can easily carry it about when it is not lighted but its disadvantage is that it gives less light than a lamp.


In modern times, of course we can light our hoses by electricity. But electric lamps still give out that heat because they give light by making a thin piece of wire glow. 


We have not reached the end of the story yet. Men are finding out ways of using electricity to make light without heat. In the future we will light our houses with cold light.
